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Centreproposes stricter
coughsyrupsales rules
Unlicensed village pharmacists to face over-the-counter sale curbs

Followingthedeathof22childrendue
to consumption of contaminated
coughsyrupsinMadhyaPradeshthree
months ago, theUnionHealthMinis-
try has proposed amendments in the
country’s drug rules to ensure a
tougher criterion for their
over-the-counter(OTC)sales
inIndia.
According to a draft

notification, the ministry
has proposed to drop the
word‘syrup’fromtheSchedule
Kof theDrugsandCosmeticsAct,
which exempts a segment of drugs
from stringent manufacturing, dis-
tribution and sales related regulatory
provisionsof theDrugsRules, 1940.
Under thiscategory,anexemption

was earlier given to a defined set of
household remedies, which were
allowed to be sold without a formal
sales licence invillageswithapopula-
tion of not more than 1,000 people,
provided there is no licensed dealer
nearby.This includesmedicines such
as anti-inflammatory tablets, includ-
ingaspirin,paracetamol tablets, anal-

gesic balms, antacid preparations,
gripe water for use by infants and
coughsyrups.
People in the know told Business

Standard that medications covered
under Schedule K of the Drugs Rules
are subjected to relaxed regulatory
requirements, meaning they would

face less strict licensing and
monitoring.

“Some medicines in
liquid form were listed
simply as syrup, placing
them in this category. Over
the years, authorities
observed that severalmedici-

nal syrupswere beingmisusedor
illegally sold, especially cough and
coldformulations,”anofficialwiththe
regulatoryauthoritysaid.
Themovecameafter a similar rec-

ommendation to remove syrups from
listingnumber 13 under the Schedule
KwasapprovedbytheDrugsConsult-
ativeCommittee(DCC)ofIndia’sCen-
tral Drugs Standard Control
Organisation(CDSCO).
“TheDCCwas apprised about the

recent incidences due to contami-
natedcoughsyrupanditwasproposed
that the exemption provided under

entry number 13 of Schedule K of
DrugsRules, 1945 in respect of syrups
for cough may be deleted,” the min-
utes of the DCC meeting held on
November17,2025stated.
The draft notification proposes to

removethewordsyrupfromthelisting
undertheserialnumber13,whichcur-
rently reads “syrups, lozenges, pills
andtablets forcough.”
“With only syrups removed, this

indicates that pills, lozenges and tab-
lets for cough and cold will remain
available to be sold OTC from shops
without a formal sales licence,” an
industryexecutivesaid.
The enhanced monitoring and

sales restriction come especially in
face of the MP cough syrup death
cases, which led to an alert by the
WorldHealthOrganisationinOctober
2025.
The alert had indicated the pres-

enceofcontaminantssuchasdiethyl-
ene glycol in cough syrups consumed
bychildreninMP.
The health ministry has sought

comments on the proposed draft
notificationin30days,statingthatthe
amendmentisdirectlylinkedtopublic
healthandsafety.

Govt bans sale of oral formulations of
nimesulide over 100mg for humanuse
sankeT koul
NewDelhi, 31 December

The Union Health Ministry has
banned the manufacture, sale and
distribution of all oral formulations
containing the popular painkiller
nimesulide above 100 milligrams
(mg) for human use, citing health
risks.
This comes after a similar recom-

mendation was made by the Indian
Council ofMedical Research (ICMR)
in a report, amid concerns that it
could cause liver damage, life-
threateninginsomecases.“TheCen-
tral Government is satisfied that it is
necessary and expedient in the

public interest to prohibit themanu-
facture, sale and distribution of the
said drug in the country for human
use,” a government notification
released late onDecember 30 stated.
Indiahadalreadybannednimesu-

lide usage for kids under 12 after
receivingreportsofseverehepatotox-
icity in several young patients glo-
bally and locally. Its use was
subsequently banned for veterinary

purposes in February this year. The
extra caution comes after the ICMR
report had highlighted a poor safety
profilefor thedruginadults, suggest-
ing that it be reserved only as a
second-line treatment and shouldbe
used only after all first-line options
havebeentriedandfoundineffective.
While some experts considered

recommending a nationwide ban on
nimesulide, the Drug Technical
Advisory Board under India’s apex
drug regulator asked the ICMR to
carry out a systematic review of
nimesulide use in kids under 12,
those between 12 and 18 and the 60-
plus groups before further deliber-
ations.

In its statement to the exchanges,
Vi said it had not “received any
communicationfromthegovern-
ment” regarding the proposed
amnesty.

while also allowing payment of
duesinatimelymanner.Withthis
timeline, Vi should be able to
revive itselfandfindinvestors.”
Withthisrelief,thecentralgov-

ernment isof theopinion that the
telcoshouldeitherbeable toraise
funds for its turnaround or bring
in a strategic investor, an official
said.
Coinciding with the govern-

ment lifeline, the telco has
reachedarevisedagreementwith
its promoter group, UK-based
VodafoneGroup, to recover up to
~5,386 crore in liabilities linked to
the2017mergerofVodafoneIndia
andIdeaCellular.Confirmingthis
development,Vi said these liabil-
ities relate toany future legal, tax,
orregulatoryduesarisingafterthe
merger.
Of this amount, theVodafone

Groupandpromoterswillpay the
Indian company ~2,307 crore in
cash over the next 12 months.

Apart from this, VodafoneGroup
shareholders will also set aside
3.28 billionVodafone Idea shares
forfiveyears,whichcanbesoldat
the company’s direction. The
fundsraisedfromthissalewillalso
go to Vodafone Idea. At current
market prices, the value of these
shares is pegged at roughly Rs
3,500crore.
The Supreme Court order

allowingthegovernmenttorecal-
culate Vi’s AGR dues saw some
twistsandturns.
On October 27, a three-judge

bench of Chief Justice of India
Justice BR Gavai and Justices K
Vinod Chandran and Vipul M
Pancholihadsaid that thecentral
governmentwasfreetoreconsider
Vodafone Idea’s plea to set aside
the additional demand of ~9,450
crore raisedby theDepartmentof
Telecommunications.But,aweek
later, the courtmodified its order
andstatedthatthecentralgovern-
mentwas free to takea call on the
entire AGR dues of the belea-
guered company, instead of just
the additional demand of ~9,450

crore, of which ~5,606 crore per-
tains to2016-17.
The case dates back to 2020,

when the Supreme Court had
upheld DoT’s calculation of the
telco’s AGR dues up to 2016-17,
ruling out any further recalcula-
tion. Vodafone Idea’s liabilities
werepeggedat~58,254crorethen,
a figure that has since risen to
~83,400crore.

DRDO test-fires 2Pralay
missiles offOdisha coast
Press TrusT of IndIa
NewDelhi, 31 December

India on Wednesday successfully test-fired
twoPralaymissilesinquicksuccessionoffthe
coast ofOdisha, pavingway for its induction
intothemilitary.
Pralay is a short-range surface-to-surface

missilewith apayload capacity of 500-1,000
kg. It is capableof carryingmultiple conven-
tionalwarheadsandhasarangeof150to500
kms.It isanindigenouslydevelopedweapon
system featuring state-of-the-art navigation
systemtoensurehighprecision.
The test-firing of themissileswas carried

out by the Defence Research and Develop-
mentOrganisation(DRDO).
"Theflight-testwas conducted as part of

user evaluation trials. Both themissiles fol-
lowed the intended trajectory meeting all
flight objectives as confirmed by tracking
sensors," thedefenceministrysaid.
DefenceMinister Rajnath Singh compli-

mented theDRDO, the IndianAir Force, the
Indian Army, the defence public sector
undertakings and the industry on the suc-
cessful launchof themissiles.
The successful completion of the salvo

launchof the Pralaymissile has established
thereliabilityof themissile,hesaid.
SamirVKamat, secretary,Departmentof

Defence Research and Development, and
DRDO Chairman, too congratulated the
DRDOteamsinvolvedinthesuccessfulflight-
testsofthemissileandstatedthattheachiev-
ement indicates imminent readiness of
inductionof thesystemwiththeusers.
The missile has been developed by

ResearchCentreImaratincollaborationwith
otherDRDO laboratories includingDefence
Research and Development Laboratory,
Advanced Systems Laboratory, Armament
Research andDevelopmentEstablishment,
High Energy Materials Research
LaboratoryandTerminalBallisticsResearch
Laboratory.
